In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 30 read with Section 31 and 32 of the University of
Engineering and Technology Roorkee Act, 2020 (Uttarakhand Act No. 7 of 2021), the Governor is
pleased to approve the following First Statutes of the University of Engineering and Technology
Roorkee for regulation and matters connected therewith or incidental thereto

CHAPTER - |

PRELIMINARY
Short Title and Commencement | 1.01 | 1) These Statutes shall be called the University of Engineering
(Section 31) and Technology Roorkee First Statutes, 2021.

2) After the First Statutes have come into force, new Statutes or
additions or subsequent amendments or repealing of the
existing Statutes can be made by the Board of Governors.
These new/amended Statutes shall come into force on
approval of the Board of Governors of the University and
shall be submitted for the approval of the State Government
of Uttarakhand as per Section 31 and 32 of the Act.

Definitions 1.02 | 1) In these Statutes, unless there is anything repugnant to the
{Section 30(n)} subject or the context:

a) ‘Academic Staff” means such employee of the
University who are appointed in the University, its
Constituent Colleges, Departments, Faculties, Schools,
Regional Centres and Study Centres etc. for teaching,
training, research and consultancy work;

b) ‘Act> means The University of Engineering and
Technology Roorkee Act, 2020;

c) ‘Administrative Staff> means such employee of the
University who are appointed in the University, its
Constituent Colleges, Departments, Faculties, Schools,
Regional Centres and Study Centres etc. for
Administrative work;

d) ‘Board of Research’ means the Board of Research of
the University;

e) ‘Chancellor’, ‘Pro Chancellor’, Vice-Chancellor’,
‘Pro Vice-Chancellor’, ‘Registrar’, ‘Controller of
Examinations’ & ‘Finance Officer’ respectively means
the ‘Chancellor’, ‘Pro Chancellor’, Vice-Chancellor’,

h) ‘Employee’ means employee appointed on regular and
full-time basis by the University and includes all
Academic Staff, Administrative Staff & other staff of the
University and does not include part time staff or staff
provided by the outsourced external service agencies;

i) ‘Faculty’ means Faculty/School of the University
comprising of one or more Departments engaged in
teaching, training & research and consultancy in a
subject or a group of subjects;

j) ‘Head of the Department’ means Head of the
concerned Department of the University;

K) ‘Part-Time Staff’ means such persons engaged by the
University on Visiting/ Guest/ Ad-Hoc/ Contractual basis
for a specified short-term period for specific functions
and duties and such persons shall not deemed to be the
Employees of the University and shall also not include
outsourced persons provided by the external service
agencies to the University;

I) “School”’ means Faculty/School of the University
comprising of one or more departments engaged in
teaching, training & undertaking research & consultancy
in a subject or a group of subjects;

m) ‘Section’ and ‘Sub-Section’ means a ‘Section’ and
“‘Sub-Section’ of the Act; and

n) ‘University’ means ‘The University of Engineering and
Technology Roorkee’, Uttarakhand.

Words denoting the singular shall include the plural and also
vice-versa.

Words denoting any gender shall include all genders.

Words and expressions used herein and not defined, but
defined in the Act, shall have the same meanings
respectively assigned to them in that Act.

OFFICERS OF THE UNIVERSITY

The Chancellor shall have the following powers and functions

namely:

1) The Chancellor, in absence of the Visitor, shall preside over
the convocation of the University;

2) The Chancellor shall be the Ex-Officio Chairman of the
Selection Committee for the post of the Vice-Chancellor of
the University;

3) The Chancellor shall appoint the Vice-Chancellor, the Pro

The Chancellor shall be the Chairman of BOG.

The Chancellor may be appointed from amongst/or by the
members of the Promoting Trust for a period as specified by
the Act.

If the Office of the Chancellor becomes vacant due to death,
resignation or otherwise, or if there is a temporary vacancy
because of absence due to illness or any other cause, the Pro
Chancellor, if any, shall be the Officiating Chancellor until
the New Chancellor is appointed or until the incumbent
Chancellor resumes his office, unless specified otherwise by
the Promoting Trust. If there is no Pro Chancellor, the
Promoting Trust may, if required, appoint an Officiating
Chancellor until the New Chancellor is appointed or until the
incumbent Chancellor resumes his office, the officiating/
temporary appointment of the Chancellor shall not be more
than 01 year. The Officiating Chancellor shall take all
decisions in consultation with the Chairman, Board of
Governors.

The Promoting Trust may from time to time decide the pay/
honorarium, allowances and perquisites to be paid to the
Chancellor by the University.

The Chancellor shall hold his office at the pleasure of the
Promoting Trust.

In case, the Chancellor wishes to resign, he may do so by
sending a Letter of Resignation to the Chairperson of the
Promoting Trust mentioning a certain notice period.

Vice-Chancellor, Registrar, Finance Officer & Controller of
Examinations of the University with due approval of the
Chairman, Board of Governors as per provisions of the Act,
Statutes & Ordinances made in this regard, under the
provisions of UGC/ Regulatory Body Regulation.

The Chancellor may call for a fresh panel if he does not
agree with the recommendations of the selection committee
constituted for the selection of an Officer/ Employee of the
University which comes for his approval;

The Chancellor can call for the proceedings of any Authority
of the University, except the Board of Governors, or on any
matter referred to him & if he deems fit, shall give suitable
recommendations to the Chairman, Board of Governors for
his consideration & necessary decision. If necessary, he can
appoint a committee to inquire into any matter which he
dems fit;

Chancellor, while considering any matter referred to him or
suo moto, may call for such records or documents or
information from any Office or Department of the
University, as he may deem necessary. It shall be lawful for
the Chancellor, after perusal of such information or records,
to give, in the interest of the University, suitable
recommendations to the Chairman, Board of Governors for
his consideration and necessary decision;

The Chancellor can conduct an inspection himself or can
direct any person(s) or Officer(s)/ Employee(s) to do so of
any establishment/part of the University, examinations,
teaching, research, administration, finance, buildings,
laboratories, records, etc. & also of any other work
conducted or done by the University. He can order an
inquiry to be made in respect of any of these establishments.
The decision of conducting an inspection or inquiry can be
taken by the Chancellor himself suo moto or on a
representation. The officer(s), so deputed by the Chancellor
to conduct such an inspection/inquiry, shall submit the report
to the Chancellor within such period as stipulated by the
Chancellor. This report shall remain confidential & shall
only be for review & perusal of the Chancellor and shall not
be disclosed either by the officer(s) deputed to conduct such
inspection/inquiry or by any other officer of the University.
The Chancellor shall make suitable recommendations in this
regard along with the report of the inspection/inquiry, to the
Chairman, Board of Governors for his consideration &
necessary decision;

The Chancellor oversee the development of the entire
University & advice any Officer/Employee of the University
as he may deem fit;

14) The Chancellor shall exercise such other powers and perform
such other duties as may be assigned to him by the
Chairman, Board of Management of the trust including such
powers, duties and functions which are imposed on him by
the Act, the Statutes, the Rules and Ordinances of the
University.

In case, the Board of Governors is of the opinion that the
present Vice-Chancellor should continue, then the present
Vice-Chancellor can be reappointed for another term or for
such a term as decided by the Board of Governors, provided
the said Vice-Chancellor meets the required eligibility
criteria.

The Chairman may direct the Vice-Chancellor, after his term
has expired, to continue in office for such period until his
successor assumes the office but for a period rermaly not
exceeding 01 (One) year.

If the office of the Vice-Chancellor becomes vacant due to
death, resignation or otherwise, or if there is temporary
vacancy because of absence due to long illness or any other
cause, the Chairman, Board of Governors shall nominate the
Pro Vice-Chancellor or any Director/ Dean or any other
Competent Senior Officer of the University as Officiating
Vice-Chancellor.

The officiating/ temporary appointment of the Vice
Chancellor shall not be more than 01 year. The Officiating
Vice-Chancellor shall perform the routine duties of the Vice-
Chancellor or as directed by the Chairman, Board of
Governors until a New Vice-Chancellor is appointed or the
existing Vice-Chancellor resumes duties, as the case may be.

If the Vice-Chancellor wishes to resign, he may do so by
submitting his signed letter of resignation in writing to the
Chancellor by giving notice of the period as specified in the
appointment letter and shall cease to hold his office on the
acceptance of the resignation and expiry of the notice period
or as per the terms & conditions mentioned in the
appointment letter of the Vice-Chancellor.

All powers relating to the proper maintenance of discipline
of the University shall be vested in the Vice-Chancellor and
he may delegate any such powers to such officer(s) or
employee(s) as he may deem fit;

The Vice-Chancellor would ensure that the University
functions in an effective manner and lay down systems and
procedures, which are in line with the objectives of the
University;

The Vice-Chancellor shall convene or cause to be convened
meetings of various Authorities of the University except the
Board of Governors;

The Vice-Chancellor will be entitled to be present and
address any meeting of any Authority or other Body of the
University under him but may participate in voting only if he
is a member of such an Authority or Body;

The Vice-Chancellor shall make appointment of various
Officers, Academic Staff, Administrative Staff and other
employees of the University (except Pro Vice-Chancellor,
Registrar, Finance Officer and Controller of Examinations),
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on the recommendations of the duly constituted Selection
Committees with prior approval of the Chairman, Board of
Governors;

10) The Vice-Chancellor shall make short-term appointments on
part time/ ad-hoc basis, for a period not exceeding 01 (One)
year, of such officers and employees as he may consider
necessary for the functioning of the University;

14) The Vice-Chancellor shall take steps to arrange adequate
opportunities for trainings, internships and final placements
for the students of the University and facilitating the
networking of the University with various corporate/
industrial organizations at the local, national and global level
for the same;

15) The Vice-Chancellor shall be responsible for the brand
promotion, marketing activities, public relations of the
University at local, national and global level,

Permanent Endowment Fund:

The University shall establish a permanent Endowment Fund
of Rs. Five (05) Crore in the form of a Bank Guarantee of a
Nationalized Bank pledged in the name of State Government
of Uttarakhand, tenure of which shall be of five (05) years
and after that shall be renewed for five (05) years again.

General Fund:

a) The University shall establish a general fund to which the
following amount shall be credited, namely:

(i) All fees which may be charged by the University;
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(i1) All sums received from any other source;

(iii)All contributions made by the Promoting Society for
the purpose of general fund: and

(iv)All contributions/donations made in this regard by
any person or body, which are not prohibited by any
law for time being in force

b) The funds credited to the general fund shall be utilized to
meet the recurring expenditure of the University.
However, if there is any surplus from the general fund, it
may be utilized for such purposes as decided by the
Promoting Trust.

3) Development Fund/Corpus Fund

a) The University shall also establish a development fund to
which the following funds shall be credited, namely:

(i) Development fees which may be charged from
students;

(i) All sums received from any other source for the
purpose of the development of the University;

(ii)All contributions made by the Promoting Society for
the purpose of development fund;

(iv)All contributions/donations made in this behalf by
any other person or body which are not prohibited by
any law for time being in force; and

(v) Al incomes received from the Permanent
Endowment Fund

b) The funds credited to the development fund from time to
time will be utilized for the development of the
University or for such purposes as decided by the
Promoting Trust.

c¢) A Fund Manager shall be nominated by BOG.

d) The procedure of creation and use of Corpus fund shall
be as per detailed procedures laid down in Ordinance/
Rules of the University.

DISSOLUTION OF THE UNIVERSITY

CHAPTER - XVI

Dissolution of the University
{Section 49(4)}

16.01

1) On receipt of the proposal for dissolution of the University as
per the provisions of Sub-Section 1 of Section 52 of the Act,
the State Government shall fix the date for dissolution;

2) From the date of dissolution so fixed by the State

Government, no further admission shall be made to any of
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the courses/ programs of the University;

3) The Authorities and Officers of the University shall continue
to function till the last batch has passed out from the

University;

4) The fees collected from the students enrolled in the
University and amounts received from other sources shall

continue to be deposited in the accounts of the University;

5) From the date of passing out of the last batch of students of
the University, the University shall be considered dissolved
and subject to provisions of the Act, all the assets, movable
and immovable properties of the University or assigned by
the Promoting Trust to the University, shall stand transferred
to and vest in the Promoting Trust; and

6) Subject to the provisions of Section 52 of the Act, on
dissolution of the University the assets, moveable and
immovable properties created by the University or assigned
by the Promoting Trust to the University, shall stand
transferred to and vest in the Promoting Trust.

CHAPTER - XVII
MISCELLANEOQOUS

Provident Fund and Pensions
(Section 39)

The University for the benefits of its full-time regular employees
shall provide the facility of the Employees' Provident Fund
Scheme as per the applicable norms as decided by the Board of
Governors with consultation with the Board of Management and
the Finance Committee.

Disputes as to the Constitution
of the University Authorities

17.02

If any question arises as to whether any person has been duly
nominated or appointed as, or is entitled to be a member of any
Authority or any Body of the University, the matter shall be
referred to the Chancellor, whose decision thereon shall be final.
In case of the Board of Governors, the decision of the Chairman,
Board of Governors shall be final.

Constitution of Committees and
Sub-Committees
{Section 30(n)}

17.03

Any Authority of the University can constitute a committee or
Sub-Committee for such purpose and with such powers as the
Authority may deem fit in the area of its functioning, for
discharging that function and for enquiring into, reporting or
advising upon any matter under its jurisdiction.

Delegation of Powers
{Section 30(n)}

Subject to the provisions of the Act and the Statutes, any Officer
or Authority of the University may delegate his or its powers to
any other Officer or Authority or Committee/Sub-Committee or
person under their control.

If the situation so requires, a business of the Authority of the
University may, with prior approval of the Chairman of the
concerned Authority, be transacted by circulating all relevant
papers and an appropriate resolution thereon, amongst its
members. Any resolution so circulated and approved by a simple
majority shall be as effective and binding as if such resolution
had been passed at the meeting of the Authority. The resolution
so passed shall be placed before the next meeting of the
Authority for ratification.

Resignations
{Section 30(n)}

17.09

Any member other than the ex-officio member(s) of any
Authority of the University may resign by submitting a letter
addressed to the Secretary of the concerned Authority and the
resignation shall take effect as soon as it is accepted by the
Chairman of that Authority

Disqualifications
{Section 30(n)}

17.10

1) A person shall be disqualified for being chosen as and/ or
being a member of any of the Authorities of the University:

a) If he is of unsound mind;

b) If he is an un-discharged insolvent;

c) If he has been convicted by the court of law for any
offence;

d) If he is medically unfit; or
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e) If he does not attend 03 (Three) continuous meetings of
the Concerned Authority of which he is a member
(except Ex-Officio Members).

2) If any dispute arises regarding disqualification of any person
as per Clause | above, the matter shall be referred by the
Vice-Chancellor to the Chairman, Board of Governors and
his decision shall be final.

Filling of Casual VVacancies
{Section 30(n)}

17.11

Casual vacancies among the members (other than ex-officio
members) Casual of any Authority or any Committee/ Body of
the University shall be Vacancies filled as soon as it may be
convenient by such Authority or person who appointed or
nominated the member whose place has become vacant and the
person thus appointed or nominated against a casual vacancy
shall be a member of such Authority or Committee for the
residual term for which the person whose place he fills would
have been a member.

Allocation and Disbursement of
Grants to Other Universities or
Educational Institutions
{Section 10(n)}

The Board of Governors shall have the power to grant and
disburse funds to any other University or Educational Institution
for various academic and research purpose.

Provisions Relating to Self-
Disclosure

{Section 30(n)}

17.13

In order to ensure transparency and self-disclosure norms, the
Relating to Self-University shall provide details with regard to
the Promoting Society, infrastructural details, academic and
administrative staff details, contact details etc. as required by the
UGC through its Website.

Withdrawal of Degrees/
Diplomas and Certificates
{Section 30(n)}

17.14

The Board of Management on the recommendation of the
Academic Council may withdraw Degrees, Diplomas,
Certificates or other Diplomas and academic distinctions from
persons who have already been conferred Certificate with such
distinctions on discovery of the following grounds:

1) Submission of false information, suppression of facts,
fraudulent alteration of facts while seeking admission to any
course/program of the University;

2) Impersonation to seek admission or  subsequent

examinations;
3) Irreproducible results or plagiarism in thesis/ dissertations;
4) Willful default in payment of University dues; and

5) Any other reason as determined by the Academic Council.

Convocation
{Section 30(n)}

17.15

1) Convocation for conferring degrees, diplomas and other
academic distinctions may be held by the University
annually. The date and time for convocation shall be fixed by
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the Board of Governors on the recommendation of the
Academic Council;

2) A special convocation may be held by the University with
approval of the Chancellor;

3) The procedures and protocols of the Convocation shall he as
laid down in the Ordinances;

4) If the University is unable to hold the convocation, the
degrees, diplomas and other academic distinctions may be
handed over personally or dispatched to the candidates
concerned by registered post.

Jurisdiction 17.16 | All disputes pertaining to affairs of the University shall be
{Section 27(0)} subject to jurisdiction of the Honorable High Court of the State
of Uttarakhand.
